She has taught language and litera-
ture courses at RMU for over twenty years. Ruzich was a 2014-2015 Fulbright Scholar at the University of 
Exeter, where she researched the use of poetry in Bri sh centenary commemora ons of the First World 
War. She is the editor of InternaƟonal Poetry of the First World War: An Anthology of Lost Voices 
(Bloomsbury, 2020), and she runs the popular blog Behind Their Lines, which discusses poetry of the Great 
War. She has published numerous essays on First World War poetry, and in March, she will be the featured 
guest on The Wrath Bearing Tree podcast.
