Plant hormone sensitive and non-sensitive cultures of Dioscorea deltoidea were used. Both types of cells contained the same amount of natural plant hormone-auxin that is responsible for the root formation. During the root formation process in bean plants auxin levels decreased but the amount of auxin-related enzyme increased. 
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
